· If there are not 10 Churches in your area, choose other appropriate locations such as Catholic Credit unions, Catholic stores, public library, etc.  Again, check for permission.  WWME is a non-profit 501(c)3.  Some places like the library will ask for non-profit status.
· Check to be sure your Tri-folds are current.  Also, please cross out the September 5-7 2008 Weekend.  It was cancelled due to a scheduling conflict.
· Once your group has stocked or restocked 10 locations, please let us know!
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Make 1 New Pulpit Pal and Display at 5 Churches

· Make a new pulpit pal.  Posters and facts that can be obtained for the board are available at the Worldwide Marriage Encounter website.  Once at the website, select Encounter Resource Library and then Weekend Pillar.
