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This summer, Pat decided that she wanted to put
a Labyrinth in at the lake. | (Ron) thought she was sim-
ply crazy. | was pretty skeptical and expected that this
design in the grass out near the barn would start out as
an eyesore and simply get worse. | also didn't really
see how we were going to execute her plan. One after-
noon, | made the decision to love and agreed to work
on it with her... that means she told me where she
wanted me to mow, and | did the mowing. She had a
blast. She danced around the yard like the pied piper
telling me to follow her and mow as | followed.

| was simply amazed at how well it turned out. |
sat in the middle and posed for photos with a big smile
on my face. It filled me
with excitement to see
how pleased she was to
have the project com-
pleted and completed so
well. Her bubbly excite-
ment was like a glass of
champagne and it was
contagious. | made the
decision to love by taking
on a project that | didn't
want to do, because Pat
wanted my help. In the
end, I've become a recog-
nized expert on Labyrinth
construction and mainte-
nance.

Our Labyrinth is derived from The Classical Laby-
rinth. This is an ancient design, sometimes dated back
more than 4000 years. Pat says that it is probably the
design used by her Celtic ancestors.

Labyrinths have most likely always been used in a
spiritual manner. To build a labyrinth is to create a sa-
cred space. To walk a labyrinth is to imbue it with
power and meaning. The more it is used the more
powerful it becomes as a symbol of transformation.

The classical labyrinth has an association with
Christianity. A cross is the starting point. The cross can
be the focus for meditation and the experience of the
labyrinth. We are all on the path through life, a journey.
The labyrinth is a model of that path. It is an ancient
symbol that relates to wholeness combining the im-
agery of the circle and the spiral into a meandering but
purposeful path.

The Labyrinth represents a journey to our own
center and back again out into the world. It is a meta-
phor for the journey to the center of your deepest self
and back out into the world with a broadened under-
standing of whom you are and why you are here.

Shortly after completing the
project we chose to use it for a
