The discussion resulted in a 

HOTH WEDS best practice 

stated as: 

Open sharing:  Share on 

the dialogue question.  You 

can share your love letter or 

your strongest feeling, or any 

insights gained as a result of 

your dialogue or changes you 

plan to make. 

This focuses on sharing 

feelings and insights or 

changes you plan to make to 

improve your sacramental 

relationship.  Additionally, it 

offers good alternatives to 

reading letters, provides the 

opportunity to read letters for 

those who are uncomfortable 

speaking extemporaneously, 

and eliminates the necessity 

for presenters to come up 

with an additional question 

for sharing.  

As WEDS leaders, we will 

do a better job of reminding 

folks, old and new, that they 

have choices….and perhaps 

we as a group need to model 

those options more often so 

we don’t get into rut/pattern.
